RULES
1.
The team shall consist of three members all who must be 28 years of age and under on the 1st September 2023.

The team shall consist of Chairman, Speaker and Proposer of the Vote of Thanks

Procedure will be that of a Club Meeting

(a) The Chairman will be introduced to the Speaker 15 minutes before his/her team (The Chairman's) is due to compete

(b) The Speaker will be the guest of another team and will choose his/her own subject. The Speaker will answer questions put by the Proposer, and if required, by the Judges.  The Judges may not ask more than two questions of the Speaker.

(c) The Proposer will be seated in the body of the Hall. He/she will take up some point in the Speaker's address and comment, agree or disagree and ask one pertinent question on the subject matter of the address.  He/she will give the Vote of Thanks to the Speaker after all questions have been dealt with.

(d)  No communication, written or verbal between any team members, or the audience, will be permitted.

Competitors may take notes FOR REFERENCE onto the platform as long as these notes are written on a POSTCARD. However, excessive and obvious use of notes will be penalised.  No other reference books or papers may be used by teams while on the platform, except for visual aids intended to add to the understanding of the subject by the audience.
